In western countries, various
multi-cultural arguments has spreaded out during those days. And recently,
conservative parties criticize multi-culturalism and insistent its abolition. The opinion
which there exist reverse discrimination caused by multi-cultural policy is persuasive
from working class encounting unemployment.

Since 1990s, Korean society has increasing become a multi-ethnic and multi-
cultural society. A rapidly growing number of studies on multi-cultural education have
been conducted by scholars from various fields.

Although immigrants problem in Korea is not yet so threatening mainstream society
which just changing to multi-cultural society, it estimates the conflict between multi-
culturalism and nationalism from the point the second generation of multi-cultural
family come out to labor market.

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The Korean University Students' Multicultural
Citizenship and Multicultural Education

This article aims to analyze the Korean University students’ perception and attitude
about multicultural situation in Korea in order to develop a direction of multicultural
education. The research bases upon an opinion survey of Kongju National University
students as well as the previous analyses.

In the opinion survey results, the students’ perception and attitude about
multicultural trend are positive under the some limits. First, in terms of the
government policy, the students support anti-discrimination and social benefits policy
rather than affirmative action and represent system for immigrants. Second, in terms
of preference order among immigrants’ background, students prefer American and
her culture to other immigrants, especially came from south-east countries, such as
Vietnam and Philippine. Third, students consider the identity of Koreans as the people
with whom they can share same language and culture.

According to the characteristics of the students” multicultural perception and
attitude, the multicultural education can be evaluated and reestablished for the
forming new identity of multicutural citizen and denizen. Some suggestions are issued
for the formation of identity of multicultural citizenship. First of all, the important
values, such as justice, Human rights and anti-discrimination are the core of
multicultural citizenship. Social participation, like acting as volunteer in local
immigrants’ community is also important in improving multicultural perception and
forming identity of multicultural citizenship. In order to go beyond global
multiculturalism, students needs to use the opportunities of commmunication with
foreign students with in the campus.
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Current Situation and Direction of Multi-
cultural Education at Secondary Level of
Education

The aim of this research is to get understood the facts about education for people
with multi-cultural identity in the secondary schools and, with this, to offer guidelines
for proper instructions toward students with various racial backgrounds. For this,
policies on multi-cultural education of MEST(Ministry of Education, Science and
Technology) and Offices of Education of each city and province and related contents of
revised curriculum in 2009 have been analyzed. Based on this, prospect on multi-
cultural education in the secondary school is gained.

As a result of analyzing policies on education and curricula for students with various
cultures, it must be fair to say that, in the mid of its transformation into the muilti-
cultural, multi-racial and globalized society, Korea has been actively dealing with
those students with great interest. With these policies, education for multi-cultural
students in schools has been fairly well-balanced and stabilized.

But things like below cannot be neglected. First, multi-cultural educations have
highly been narrowed down to passive ones; for adapting themselves to new
circumstances of schools or for increasing comprehension on students with parents
from different races. Second, multi-cultural educations have been centered on extra-
curricula activities rather than on regular curriculum and not systematized yet. Third,
multi-cultural education has relatively been put more emphasis on primary education
than secondary ones, which is somewhat worrisome, given the fact that many multi-
cultural students have gone to secondary schools. And finally, chances are students’
national identities might be unsettled due to too much weight on multi-cultural
education.

With all these facts considered, a few suggestions must be made below. First of all,
rather than just adaptation to schools in Korea, multi-cultural education should be
able to encourage multi-cultural students’ strong points, and also, their self-esteems.
Second
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This paper aims to suggest a plan for the development of teaching materials
focusing on experience-centered teaching of Korean literature in Korean language
education.

There are rapid changes on Korean language education inside and outside of Korea.
Korean language education, having 100 years of history outside Korea and 50 years of
history in Korea, had shown a big leap in 1980's. The Korean government and several
private organizations planned many projects to educate Korean language in
multicultural society in last ten years.

As characteristics of the development process, such as expansion of Korean
language education as utilization of Korean literature, increasing Korean language
education for Korean learners can be presented. But for better development of the
Korean language education, basic infrastructure for Korean language education must
be improved. Also the wide and various cooperation among all the actors in Korean
language education are needed reflecting highly variable requirement.

In this paper, it is shown the result of the analysis on the needs from the part of an
education developing materials for teaching Korean in multicultural society as to help
Korean learners of Korean have a better understanding of the Korean. And thereby
improve their Korean proficiency, it emphasized the need to include more advanced
level in teaching materials of Korean education in the future. It is also to demonstrate
the examples on syllabus and structuring units bases on the results focusing
utilization of Korean literature in Korean language education.

The development of teaching-learning materials such as textbooks is regarded as
the flower in the field of Korean educational research. Most of the theories and
practical aspects in Korean language education should be put and woven together ina
systematic ways in one material.

In addition, the reflection and philosophy
of MCE of the U.S. can help search for appropriate MCE of Korea.

Multiple Citizenship and Military Obligations:
Issues and Remedies

The Nationality Act of South Korea grants its citizens with multi-citizenship through
birth or adoption the freedom of opting out of Korean nationality. For male citizens
facing mandatory military service, however, there are restrictions banning the opt-out
until the end of their service. On the other hand, for those who acquired foreign
citizenship by choice automatically lose their Korean nationality and are made exempt
from military obligations as a consequence. This discrepancy stems from the
concerns against the spread of multi-citizenship among its people. Underlying these
concerns is the negative public sentiment against those using their dual status as a
way out of military obligations. A deeper look into the current laws and decrees on
military draft unveils that this sentiment is overblown and baseless. Contrary to
popular notion, it is by legally extending the multiple citizenship that we can retain the
human resources for military service and restrain those seeking foreign nationality to
avoid the service. From a survey conducted with adequate information on relevant
laws, majority of respondents affirmed the need for banning the opt-out for those who
acquired foreign citizenship by choice. This can be done by allowing more
opportunities for multi-citizenship instead of reducing them.

Political Rights for Immigrants in the Republic
of Korea: Issues and Solutions

The aim of this study is to study on the political rights for immigrants in the Republic
of Korea. As immigrants increased, who have different culture, social integration
came to the fore as the main issue of Korean society and granting suffrage to non-
citizen emerged as one of the solutions.

There has been similar experiences in the developed countries. Immigrants have
not been able to participate in national election and local election in some country, but
to participate in local election in the other countries. The naturalization of immigrants
is a necessary condition for acquirement of full political rights in the almost countries.

Immigrants shall have the right to participate in our country as universal human
rights. It might be difficult to give political rights to them in a case of national elections,
but highly possible when it comes to local elections. Moreover, the capability for
participation in local politics and voting right granted for immigrants would be able to
achieve the social integration. In fact, many self-organized groups as the ethnic
communities play important role in mutual understanding between immigrants’
ethnic minorities and Korean public sphere: the Korean communities educate
immigrants to understand Korean culture and participate in public activities on the
one hand, and the immegrants’” communities introduce their culture to Korean public
on the other hand.
