The objective of this thesis is to explore crisis of welfare state focusing on the
Western welfare state. The research question of this thesis is in ‘the crisis politics of
welfare state’ in Korea which is in the context of frame politics’. The crisis politics tell
us that economic crisis stems from social welfare which is the origin of so called the
welfare diseases characterized as idleness, independence. Therefore the frame
regards social welfare as wastefulness.

In conclusion in this thesis, crisis of welfare state in the Western Europe is in the
crisis of welfare politics which consists of idea, power (relations) and policy. From the
point of view, the idea of welfare state in the society moves towards the right and is
realized as the Third Way which goes near to neo-liberalism. On the other hand, in the
aspect of power relations, laborur power Is weaker whereas capital power is stronger.
The unionization and popular remains at a single-digit level and the support rate for
the trade union and progressive parties has slowed in the last few years.

As can see above, the reasons of crisis of welfare state are complicated but are
mostly because of welfare state. Therefore the crisis depends on the direction and
level of welfare politics. In that vein, welfare politics in Korea overthrows the crisis
politics of welfare state and tries to find a road of welfare state based on labour and
citizen organized.
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The British Welfare Reforms: Searching for a
new ‘Way’?

The British social policy is inextricably bound up with governments and policies.
Political party manifestos routinely include substantial proposals for changes in social
policy. The British governmental system does enable a determined political party to
pursue its policies relatively unchecked. In this paper we explores the British welfare
reforms since the Second World War. In particular, the paper try to explore the Third
Way of the Labour and Big Society of the coalition government presented as an
alternative for British society.

During the period of ‘Buttskellism™ or "politics of consensus, political agreement
and support for the expansion of public welfare was easier in the context of steady
economic growth. However, economic crises of the 1970s dismantled the post-war
consensus. Since then, pivotal elements of the Conservative approach to welfare were
rolling back the state and reducing the costs of welfare provision. In addition, the
incumbent coalition government also follows neo-Convservatism with Big Society
support of state which establishes a bases of social support. On the other hand, the
Labour Party also tried to transform the old style of social democratic ideology and
policies and attempted to transform the British welfare state. In particular, the Third
Way of the New Labour has criticised the First Way and the Second Way and asserts
that it is an new ideology. However, as the study suggested that the Third Way and the
Big Society are similar to the Thatcherism.
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Investigating France's Social Welfare Policies Evolution
and the Characteristics : Focusing on State Role Change
and Response to New Social Risks

The purpose of this study is to explore, from Social Security Reform in 1945 to
present, the evolutions social welfare policies in France and their characteristics. The
aspect with which this study is concerned is that of change of state role and the
responses to new social risks.

The following points were found through this study.

First, as time passes, the state role has increased on the side of administration and
funding of social welfare in France. Especially, ons of the philosophy of social security
reform in 1945 was, based on social democracy, autonomous management by
insured persons in social insurance. For it, members of social insurance fund
committee are composed by the direct election on which insured persons have
participated. However, from the mid-1990s, the method of its composition han
changed definitely into designation by the representative organization of the employer
and the worker. In addition, the state has increased son power in social insurance
funding by the creation of purposive tax as CSG and CRDS and the parliament's
control on the fiscal balance of social security.

Second, to the difference of social insurance, the decentralization was dominant in
the domain of social assistance and social service (in french action sociale). This
phenomenon has began to appear during the socialist government in the first half of
1980.

Third and finally, this study has found the implementation of the new policies
concerned with the responses to new social risks, especially poverty and social
exclusion. In 2000, the CMU has been introduced to protect persons who were
excluded from the coverage of health insurance. the rSa, in 2009, has the purpose of
overcoming the poverty and social exclusion problem by introducing the concept
‘workfare’ which is dominant in contemporary welfare states.

Considering that Korea's welfare state Is faced with dual challenges, namely coping
not only the traditional social risks but also the new social risks, this case research
gives us many lessons.

America kept passive attitude for development to a welfare country, differing from
European countries, while advanced countries including Europe had realized a welfare
country by developing a welfare system during the period of earlier centuries. The
results of the study were as follows. In features of American social welfare policy,
public social welfare development led by federal government was low, but the
discretionary power of state government or local government was strong. And there
are distinct differences in American people®@s preference between programs
operated by contribution and by non-contribution by separating social welfare system
to double structure. In the problem of poverty, a racial prejudice has a negative effect
on developing American social welfare. It causes the above features that individualistic
liberalism which was American values had a continuous effect on formation and
development of social welfare policy.
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Population Aging and Elderly Welfare Policies
in Taiwan

Taiwan has created the Tawanese-styled elderly welfare service model with a joint
effort in the government and people aiming at expansion in social security - expansion
In a support for public assistance - establishment in welfare-service delivery system,
and development in the balanced community.

Given seeing the characteristics in the elderly welfare even among those things, the
Taiwanese-styled elderly welfare policy service system can be understood to proceed
with being established by driving the preponderant projects in the government’s
consistent pursuit for the elderly welfare policy of the social development and subbase
construction - productive welfare - mental morals - the increased amount in the
elderly-welfare budget - expansion in the beneficiaries of elderly welfare service -
qualitative enhancement in elderly welfare service.

Taiwan's elderly welfare service policy system started from public assistance for
senior citizens whose livelihood Is poor, and proceeds with being developed into the
elderly welfare system for the whole elderly. In addition, there is characteristic that
several projects for the elderly welfare are being driven in a joint effort of the
government and the private.
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The characteristics of Korea social welfare service
delivery system

This exploratory study is about the characteristics of the Korea social welfare
delivery system. In order to find the change of the social welfare delivery system after
2000 in Korea, this study adopted the analytical tools of Beslley(2002)'s model which
analyzes the state role of the social service delivery in terms of financial, regulation,
and provision and Young(2000)'s model which tries to understand the relationship
between the public and private sector. The results of the study show that Korea social
welfare delivery system is possibly summarized by the weakness of the responsibility
for the public and the strength of the market in the area of the social welfare. The
study suggests that for strengthening the effectiveness and equity of the social welfare
delivery system in the era of the mix of the welfare, it might be necessary to analyze
and understand about the components of the failures of the market.




A Direction and Strategy of Local Welfare Plan
Focusing on a Local Cummunity in Incheon city

The objective of this thesis is to explore the direction and strategy of community
welfare plan. The stating point of the thesis is that there have been the weakness of
citizen participation and welfare residual welfare consciousness in the existing welfare
plan. Therefore this thesis basically aims at an institutional welfare based on power
extension of local people and conscientization as a precondition of the plan.

The vision and philosophy of this local welfare plan is identified as ‘confident citizen
and rich community which guarantee social rights and political rights for local
citizens. The substantial base for the vision is as follows: citizen participatin and
advancement of welfare consciousness, infrastructure building of local welfare
system, development of social welfare services.

Yet, with regard to the present level of Korean welfare, the plan should consider the
order of priority and detailed action plan. There are three plans in this thesis. The first
plan is a universalist proposal characterized as an institutional welfare. It consists of
better social rights for citizens, governance formation for citizen participation,
expansion of civil education. On the contrary, the third is identified as a residual
welfare system. The plan focuses on vulnerable stratification such as the older, the
disable. The main actors in this plan is not citizens but welfare suppliers. The second
Is a middle type located between the first and the third. This thesis intend to go from
the third to the first and the key point for the path is building of an institution titled as
‘Center for social welfare support” which makes active citizens with institutional
consciousness and welfare policy for local community.
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
