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A Study on the relations of outside in

This article examined how do the relations of outside in modern Korea formed and
developed for understanding of Korea's development. Korea showed exclusive, hostile
and pragmatic attitudes around the relations of outside in modern Korea. First, Korea
acted exclusive in relation to western groups during Late chosun Period.
Ethnocentrism attitudes based on the confucian universalism affected to recognize
exclusively the western groups in situations no awareness of other ethnic groups.
Second, Korea acted hostile in relations to Japan and North Korea. By Japan to invade
the korean empire, korean became aware of national consciousness and formed a
hostile attitude against japanese during the colonial period of Japan. And nation has
been divided into two by relations of international power, South Korea and North
Korea both had a hostile attitude to the same ethnic group on the basis of ideology,
Socialism and Capitalism. Third, Korea acted pragmatic in relations to nation-states
since Industrialization because of economic benefits, not the politics. After all the
outside relations depended on political and economic power relations than conditions
of contact.

This study aims at asserting that the CCP's ethnic policy has focused on making chinese
nation, and that is one of the main reasons causing both internal and external conflicts.

For this aims, this study analyzes various ethnic policies taken by CCP such as "theory on
Chinese nation plural but one”, identification of race, people’s self-governing system, cadre
training of minority, and lots of official projects on ancient history. Remarkably, China, with
Its strengthening national power, began to regard whole national histories inside its
conternporary border for thousands of years as a China's own history. CCP's new actions
such as reorganizing ancient history, prolong its own history, strengthen of supervising
border control, does ironically shows that Chinese nation is just in the process of being
made, and not has been made yet.

In another words, the substance of traditional chinese nation concept has not been fully
settled in China, and CCP is mixing political substance and cultural substance through
organizing Chinese nation concept as well as integrating minority into Han race. and this
partly explains why internal conflict between minority and Han race is deepening, and why
more and more concern and conflicts being caused between China and neighboring
countries these days.
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Japanese recognition of Ethnic minorities in Japan

As for the process in which the various people of the Philippine Islands are formed
as the 'Philippines nation” and "Philippines people’ taking advantage of experience of
colonization rule, the foundation was prepared by sociocultural simplification work
through Catholicizing under rule of Spain, and the public education under U.S. rule.
Although the marks of the past colonization rule are stamped on the body and the
soul of the "Philippines nation’, they are not overstatements.

The Philippines recognized as ‘a weak state” ‘without a change’ originated in
colonization rule of several mighty countries, the Philippine revolution which finished
with the misfire and the modernization and national formation advanced under the
U.S. colonization rule. The Formation of the ‘Philippines nation’ of the distorted form
still includes various hopeless and chronic problems, and is using influence into the
Philippines society.

In addition, the typical national problem inside the Philippines is that the strong
Islamic influence group in Mindanao forms Moro National Liberation Front and that is
performing the separate independence fight. This expresses vividly the cacophony of
the artificial Philippines nationalization work by governmental authority.

Moreover, It Is necessary to take notice of an appearance of ‘the middle class’ as a
new class which is the People Power which drew two bloodless citizen rising which
occurred in 1986 and 2001 of the Philippines. In existence with a possibility of drawing
change and development of the Philippines civil society of the future, 'the middle class’
includes the possibility of a change of the Philippines nation.

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The Relationship Between the Marriage
Commitment of a Multi-Cultural Family's
Korean Husband and The Intention to Continue
His Family Relations

The purpose of this research is to find out the relationship between the marriage
commitment of a multi-cultural family's Korean husband to his married life and the
intention to continue his family relations so that we may obtain basic data necessary to
give social support to multi-cultural families. The research subjects were 885 Korean
husbands of marriage immigrant women who were using multi-cultural family
support centers located in A and B provinces. The investigated items consisted of the
basic personal information of Korean husband and immigrant wife, each Korean
husband's marriage commitment to his married life and the intention to continue his
family relations. For statistical analysis, the data of 407 subjects who had given
answers to all the items out of the total collected data of the 495 subjects was used.
The analysis result shows that, in case of Korean husbands' intention to continue their
family relations, affective commitment and behavioral commitment that are
subordinate concepts of attitudinal commitment had a statistically significant relation.
It was also confirmed that affective commitment had influence on . Korean husbands'’
Intention to cotinue their family relations was explained by 46.3%, while were
explained by 47.2%.

This result academically practically implies that it is necessary to strengthen and
develop programs related to improving married life commitment and of the husband
and the wife of a multi-cultural family through the functions of multi-cultural family
support centers.
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Ethnie and Inequality: Uyghurs in Xinjiang,
China

Ethnic inequality is a major threat to stability and democracy in the ethnically divided
societies. This paper examines the inequality of income between Uyghurs and Hans in
Xinjiang. The massive immigration of Hans into Xinjiang greatly altered ethnic
relationship in favor of Hans. We explore the impact of institutional and cultural factors
on inequality. Uyghurs are underrepresented in the political body of Xinjiang and
excluded from decision-making process. Moreover, Uyghurs have community minded
values and customs including the tradition of early marriage. The persistence of

inequality can be attributed to these institutional and cultural factors.
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
